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When choosing an operating system (0S) for SAP NetWeaver on Google Cloud, in addition to
confirming that the OS version is certified by SAPR, you also need to confirm that all three
companies, SAP, the OS vendor, and Google Cloud, still support the OS version.

Your decision should also take into account:

» Whether a given OS version is available from Google Cloud. The OS images
(/compute/docs/images) provided by Compute Engine are configured to work with Google
Cloud.

e The available licensing options for a given OS version. Does it have an on-demand
licensing option or do you have to bring-your-own-subscription (BYOS) from the 0OS
vendor?

» Are the integrated high-availability capabilities of a given OS version enabled for GCP?
